One out of every 100 American adults is in prison
or jail, a rate of incarceration that’ s No. 1 in the
world. Prisons and jails are overflowing. The

price tag for our lock-’em-up regimen is threatening to
bankrupt state budgets, robbing money needed for
schools, health care, roads and bridges. Our Corrections
industry is becoming big business, coveted for its jobs
and profits but providing scant “corrections,’ ’  and
creating a punishing social and financial burden. 

Do we really need to send someone to prison for six
years for shooting his lawnmower, or for li fe for
unwittingly loaning the car used in a murder?

Some states are beginning to recognize that there has
to be a better way.

Our September speaker wil l explore an issue that
seriously affects our state  and our community. League
member Charlotte Crane is a Wisconsin native, a mother,
grandmother  and a career journalist. Her bachelor and
master degrees in journalism are from the University of
Wisconsin. She worked for the Pensacola News Journal
for 26 years as business editor, then as an economics
columnist for another five years.

Northwest Florida counties as regional correspondent for
Florida Trend, a statewide business magazine.

Beginning in 1997, a law was enacted
designating September 17 as Constitution Day. To
commemorate the day, schools and federal agencies
conduct educational programs on this foundation
document.

In July, Mary Wilson,
LW VUS president, spoke before the Judiciary Council of
California Commission for Impartial Courts, urging the
Council to put more effort into citizen education: “ It is
essential for Americans to remember key ideals such as
responsive government, individual liberties and the
separation of powers, especially an independent judicial
branch. It is our responsibil i ty to teach those lessons to
future generations, and also to ensure our leaders are
actively protecting the basic civ il lib erties we fought to
obtain.”

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STA TEM ENT OF 2008 POSI TI ONS REGARDING
PROPOSED AM ENDM ENTS TO THE FLO RIDA CONSTI TUTI ON

AMEND M ENT #1: REL AT I NG TO PROPERTY RI GHT S/I NEL I GI BL E AL I ENS
This amendment is proposed by the legislature.  It would remove a provision in the Florida Consti tution that allows
laws prohibit ing “ali ens ineli gible for cit izenship”  from owning, inherit ing, disposing of and possessing real property.

The League of Women Voters of Florida supports this amendment. Florida and New Mexico are the only two states
that sti l l  maintain these racially biased provisions in their constitutions.  Both have amendments on the November
ballot to remove these provisions.

AMEND M ENT #2: FL ORIDA M ARRIAGE PROTECTI ON AM ENDM ENT
This amendment makes invalid any legal union that is treated as equivalent to marriage other than
heterosexual marriage. 

The League of Women Voters of Florida opposes this amendment.  The LWVF board took a position in opposition to
this amendment at its March 2008 meeting.  The League believes that no person or group should suffer legal, economic
or administrative discrimination and that there should be secure equal rig hts and equal opportunity for all.

AMEND M ENT #3: CHA NGES AND IM PROVEM ENTS AFFECTI NG THE ASSESSED VAL UE OF
RESI DENTI AL P ROPERTY
This amendment would allow the state legislature to grant an exemption to residential real property taxes in the amount
of the cost of increasing the property’s wind resistance and of install ing renewable energy devices.

The League of Women Voters of Florida supports this amendment.  The League supports action by appropria te levels
of government to encourage the use of renewable resources and energy conservation through financial incentives.

AMEND M ENT #4: PROPERTY TAX  EXEM PTI ON OF PERPETUAL L Y PRESERV ED LAN D:
CL ASSI FI CATI ON AND ASSESSM ENT OF L AND USED FOR CONSERVAT I ON
This amendment would require the state legislature to exempt real property dedicated in perpetuity for conservation
purposes from ad valorem taxation, and would require such property to be assessed on the basis of its “character and
use” instead of its “highest and best use.”

The League of Women Voters of Florida opposes this amendment. The League supports management of land as a finite
resource and land-use planning that reflects conservation and wise management of resources.  This amendment does
not link land-use planning to conservation and would further limit the abil ity of local governments to obtain revenue
from real estate (their primary source of revenue).

AM ENDM ENT #5: This amendment removed from the ballot by the unanimous Florida Supreme Court.

AMEND M ENT #6: ASSESSM ENT OF WORKI NG WATE RFRONT PROPERTY BASED UPON CURRENT
USE
Amendment 6 is known as the “ Working Waterfronts” amendment.  It would require that real property tax assessments
of certain waterfront properties be based on current use rather than “highest and best use.” 
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The League of Women Voters of Florida supports this amendment.  The League believes that government should
promote the conservation and development of natural resources in the public interest.  This amendment promotes the
continued public access to Flori da waterfronts, and helps to stem the loss of waterfront-dependent businesses and jobs.

AM ENDM ENT #7: This amendment removed from the ballot by the unanimous Florida Supreme Court.

AMEND M ENT #8: L OCAL  OPTI ON COM M UNI TY COL L EGE FUNDING
Amendment 8 would authorize counties with community colleges to levy a local option sales tax to supplement the
college’s funding if authorized by county voters.

The League of Women Voters has not taken a position on this amendment.

AM ENDM ENT #9: This amendment removed from the ballot by the unanimous Florida Supreme Court.
